2005 Schloss Wilfersdorf Griiner Veltliner DAC
Made from 100% Griiner Veltliner grapes, the
Schloss Wilfersdorf Griiner Veltliner DAC is a
peppery white wine with characteristics of a light
straw-yellow color with a fruity bouquet,
harmoniously-rounded and lasting on the palate.

2005 Clos Domaine Riesling
Made from 100% Riesling grapes the Clos

Domaine Riesling is a noble wine with
characteristics of light straw with a very open,
sparkling flavor of fruit reminiscent of ripe
peaches and honeydew melon, enhanced by a

balanced play between body and acidity.

2003 Veramo Merlot/Zweigelt

Veramo symbolizes “spring love”. With its blend
of Zweigelt and Metlot grapes the wine possesses
a medium ruby red color with a harmonious union
of berry and ripe fruit flavors combined with a
pleasant tannin structure resulting in a well-
rounded flavor on the palate.

2004 Clos Domaine Zweigelt
Aged in Austrian oak casks made of wood from

the surrounding princely forests, this Zweigelt
possesses a dense ruby red color with hints of ripe
berries and a pleasantly-rounded tannin structure
resulting in a smooth finish.
